*For all purposes, this Intake Form is considered a binding contract under Texas law for Kennel Services including, Boarding, Play Day and Grooming.  

Rates for Kennel Services are provided on Camp Bedford Pet Resort’s (“CBPR”) website at www.campbedfordPetresort.com or as agreed upon by the parties at the time of drop off.  Owner agrees to pay CBPR for the “Kennel Services provided to Owners Pet(s) during each visit at the rates set forth at the start of such visit (collectively the “Charges”). Charges begin on the day Owner leaves Pet(s). Payment is due at drop off unless prior arrangements have been made.  

Owner should not bring items with Pet that are valuable or irreplaceable. CBPR is not responsible for loss or damage to any personal item or toy left with Pet(s).

CBPR reserves the right to refuse service for any Pet at check-in for any reason, including without limitation and in CBPR’s sole opinion, if Pet appears sick, injured, in pain, is a restricted breed at CBPR or that Pet’s behavior could jeopardize the health or safety of other Pets or CBPR staff. A Pet evaluation is required of all Pets weighing over 35 pounds prior to boarding and play days. All Owners shall provide confirmation from a licensed veterinarian that Pet has received all vaccinations required by CBPR.  If at any time Pet is found to have fleas or ticks, CBPR may provide the appropriate flea or tick removal treatment and Owner authorizes CBPR to provide such service at Owner’s expense. Owner represents that Pet has no illness, injury or aggressive behavior. CBPR may accept senior Pets and may administer routine medication for chronic conditions (such as diabetes), but CBPR is not equipped to care for acutely sick Pets. Owner represents that Pet has not been exposed to rabies, distemper, parvovirus or canine influenza within 30 days prior to receiving service at CBPR.  If Pet has been treated for a contagious illness, CBPR will not accept Pet for at least two (2) weeks after medical treatment has been completed and a statement of good health is obtained from a licensed veterinarian. 

CBPR may take photos of Pet during Kennel Services. Owner hereby grants CBPR a perpetual, irrevocable, royalty-free right and license to publish, distribute, adapt, modify, or otherwise use the Photo, or any portion thereof, in any manner for any commercial or non-commercial purpose without notice, review or approval.

In the event of a medical emergency, Camp Bedford may have Pet treated at an available veterinarian office. Pet Owner will be responsible for all cost incurred for emergency medical treatment provided by a veterinarian, including medical treatment to Owner’s Pet and to other Pets which are harmed by Owner’s Pet while staying at CBPR. Pet Owner indemnifies and releases CBPR and its owners, employees and affiliates from all liability including but not limited to negligence, gross negligence, contributory negligence and strict liability, damages, costs, expenses and breach of contract as a result of boarding or grooming the above referenced Pet. Although all Pets coming into CBPR are required to be vaccinated, it is still possible for Pet to become ill. Owner understands this risk and agrees that CBPR shall not be liable for any expense related to the illness suffered by Pet during or after its stay, including but not limited to Tracheobronchitis (Canine Cough) or H3N8 and H3N2 (Canine Influenza).

This written Agreement constitutes Owner and CBPR’s entire and only agreement. This Agreement shall bind Owner and CBPR and applies to all future Kennel Services and continues until canceled by either Party. The law that applies to the Agreement is the law of the State of Texas. If there are disputes that result in litigation, the courts of the State of Texas shall have exclusive jurisdiction.
